1st Law – Every migration flow generates a return or counter-migration. 

2nd Law – The majority of migrants move a short distance. 

3rd Law – Migrants who move longer distances tend to choose big city destinations. 

4th Law – Urban residents are less migratory than inhabitants of rural areas. 

5th Law – Families are less likely to make international moves than young adults. 
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Example A – One family who used to live in the Southeast Europe countryside is moving to New York City, U.S. 

Example B – While Europeans are moving to America, other foreign people are moving into Europe. 

Example C – A young, single entrepreneur moves to L.A., leaving his friends that have children behind. 

Example D – A person who lives in the city of Seoul, Korea is less likely to move than a farmer raising livestock. 

Example E – In Britain in the 1980’s, over ½ of the moves made annually were within the same authority area.
